Most votes 
were on Medical Case Management, ranking number 1, and Outpatient/Ambulatory 
Health Services, which came in at number 2. The Office of HIV Care results reflected 
ADAP ranking as number one and Outpatient/Ambulatory Health Services ranking as 
number 2. The group discussed their views on rankings and what they felt was most 
important, and they viewed the services from different lenses. Dot stated the 
importance of members ranking based on what they feel is best for someone living with 
HIV and not based on how it is funded.
